The Start (preview) and Stop live video buttons work opposite
each other in that they either freeze the video in the preview
monitor window or start it. 
 
 
 
 
Chroma/ Gray 
This is a new feature for CapSure. Clicking the first button will
display either a 10 bit gray-scale or 8 bit color preview in real-
time. Clicking the inversion button will build a color or gray-scale 
negative for the live preview image. This feature is very handy
when looking for small defects or details of a subject. (The
feature produces a “true” negative of the picture.)  
 
 
 
 
Flip/Mirror 
This feature will either flip the video preview up side down or
build a mirror image on the screen. 
 
 
 
 
Picture/Snap 
The Picture button takes a snapshot from the entire sensor and 
not just what is in the preview monitor window. To change this 
setting, choose the Source Menu, then Format Controls, and 
adjust the ‘Output Size’.  This determines the size of the image 
capture. Please note that if you have panned to a corner of the 
image and select this button, you will get the entire image.  The 
Snap button will capture a picture of what you see in the 
preview monitor window. If you are zoomed in and panned 
anywhere within the image, this feature grabs the image the 
way you want it. The quality of the image saved is determined 
by how you have set up the preferences menu. The default is 
set to the BMP format, which is the best quality.  Each image 
taken using the Picture button or the Snap button will auto save 
to the open session. 
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Start and Stop: Preview or Freeze your video. 
 
 
Color Filters: These three buttons are used to filter out Red, 
Green or Blue or a combination of any three light waves. This is 
very useful when using different light sources and for the need 
to isolate specific interest regions of color. 
 
 
Chroma/Gray Scale: “New Feature” The button switches the 
video window from color to gray-scale and the second button 
converts the image into a negative. 
 
 
Flip and Mirror: Flip and Mirror the video image in real-time. 
 
 
 
Chroma Stain Filter: Turns on or off Chroma Staining 
 
 
 
Motion Detection: Turns on Auto Detection 
 
 
Picture: Take Picture of entire image from sensor or snap a 
picture of the view within the preview monitor window only. This 
feature applies to panning and zooming also. 
 
 
Time Lapse: These two buttons start and stop the time-lapse 
feature. It will open another dialog box asking you how often 
you want the capture to take place. 

Hand: Allows you to “Pan” within the preview monitor window 
 
 
Erase: Click on eraser 
(Click once will erase all, Ctrl Click will erase last) 
 
 
 
Lines: Pull-down menus for color/width of lines 
 
 
 
Font controls: Control for fonts 
 
 
Zoom: Digital Real-time Zoom gauge. Zooming can be done 
with the mouse wheel or clicking on the percent arrow and 
choosing a zoom level of 20% to 600% 
 
Arrow options: These three buttons let you choose a different 
measurement arrow(s) during measuring. The arrows show the 
inside and outside of the measurement line as well as an option 
with no line at all. 
 
Draw: Draw circles, ellipses, squares or rectangles 
 
 
Chroma Stain Selector: Point to a pixel using selector and 
choose pixels to be stained 
 
 
Barcode: Setup barcode feature
